This document describes the business processes involved in OneTouch Online 

PurchasingÊ for digital content. In addition to the business processes, the structure of 

the relationships between each of the parties and their respective roles and 

responsibilities are presented for clarification as well. This document may be 

modified by eBIZ.mobility from time to time as appropriate.  

 

OneTouch Online Purchasing enables consumers to charge online purchases to their 

accounts at trusted companies ï such as banks, telcos, mobile operators, ISPs, or VoIP 

Internet telephony service providers (ITSP) ï that already have all the required 

consumer information and are billing consumers regularly for other services.  

 

OneTouch is a triple -win online payment solution for billing 

providers, merchants and consumers  
With OneTouch Online Purchasing merchants reduce their financial risk and increase 

sales, telcos, ISPs and banks gain an additional revenue stream, and consumers can 

buy quickly and easily without fear of credit-card-like identity fraud.  

 

OneTouch helps banks and telecom service providers use their existing billing 

infrastructure to generate revenue from transaction fees for online content ï at a 

fraction of the billing costs of competing payment processors. 

 

Each bank and telecom service provider continues to retain its direct relationship with 

its client base, while eBIZ.mobility provides the technology and the end-to-end 

solution together with its financial settlement partners.

Service Provider such as Telco, ISP, Mobile Network Operator, Cable TV or 

Broadband provider or Internet Telephone Service Provider, that deploys the 

eBIZ.mobility Federated Payment system to enable its clients or subscribers to 

charge online purchases to their accounts. 

3. Federated Merchant: A merchant of online digital content that is a registered 

licensee of OneTouch Online Purchasing. 

4. OneTouch End User: Anyone that has authorized their Federated Billing 

Provider to charge them for their online purchases via OneTouch.
